Check

Perform Cincinnati Prehospital Stroke 

Screen (CPSS)  

 
 
 

Yes (any CPSS 
criteria positive) 

 No (Normal CPSS) 

 
 
 

Can arrive at any level stroke 
center within 3 hours of 

symptom onset? 
 Not a suspected stroke 

 
 
 

  Yes (<3 hours)   No (>3 hours) 
 
 

1. Initiate transport to PSC 
 

2. Perform mRACE Exam 
en route 

 

1. Perform mRACE Exam on 
scene 
 

2. Contact Medical Command 
to determine most 
appropriate destination 
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
